LIBERAL PLAN FOR ALBANY 
 
The Liberal Party has a comprehensive plan for the people of Albany. 
 
The Perth-centric Labor Government has ignored the needs of Albany over eight 
long years, just as it has ignored the rest of rural and regional Western Australia. 
 
Nowhere is the failure of the Labor Government to take account of the needs of 
rural and regional Western Australians more clear than in their dismissive and 
cynical attitude towards building a new Albany Hospital. 
 
The Labor Government has always preferred a cheap patch-up job of the existing 
hospital which would deny Albany the first class hospital and medical services 
that local people deserve.   
 
A Liberal Government will take seriously the needs of Albany’s population.  That 
is why the Liberal Party has a strong plan for Albany and the Great Southern 
region encompassing better health services, improvements to schools and 
educational institutions, safer communities, and improved clean energy supplies. 
 
Health 
 
A Liberal Government will commit an additional $48.5 million to build a new 
$135 million Albany Hospital in a single stage by 2012.  In contrast, under 
Labor’s half-hearted plan, Albany Hospital will be built in two-stages and will not 
be finished until 2015. 
 
Under a Liberal Government, a new Albany Hospital will be ready in 2012 and 
include a range of much needed facilities, including:  
 

 A new ambulatory care centre;  
 New maternity and birthing suites;  
 A new Emergency Department;  
 Better day and night inpatient accommodation;  
 New acute and community mental health units;  
 Administrative facilities; and  
 Better engineering, sewerage and drainage facilities. 

 

 A commitment of $48.5 million in additional funds to build a new $135 million 
Albany Hospital in one stage by 2012  

 
Education 
 
Improving Western Australia’s education system is a priority for the Liberal 
Party.  A Liberal Government is committed to the education of the children of all 
Western Australians. A major funding boost to school construction and repair of 
$350 million has been announced, along with an additional $120 million on top 
of the current offer towards retaining the most important asset for our children – 
good teachers.  
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A Liberal Government will contribute $300 million to building 14 additional 
schools above those already planned for construction across Western Australia. 
 
As part of this plan, a Liberal Government will spend over $14 million to build a 
new Yakamia Primary School. The present school, which was built in the early 
1970s, is falling apart and bursting at the seams, with more than 500 pupils.  The 
site for the new Yakamia Primary School will be determined in consultation with 
parents and the local community. 
 
In addition, a $100,000 contribution will be given to Flinders Park Primary 
School for a new oval and an administration centre. 
 
A Liberal Government will also spend $2 million on upgrading the science block 
at Albany Senior High School, and upgrade Albany Residential College to give 
students from Albany and the surrounding regions with the best opportunity for 
academic achievement. 
 

 Spend $14.2  million to build a new Yakamia Primary School  

 Upgrade the science block at Albany Senior High School ($2 million);  

 Complete upgrade to Albany Residential College ($7,926,000); and  

 Provide a $100,000 contribution to the Flinders Park Primary School for a new 
oval and administration centre.  
 

Community 
 
Albany has a vibrant and growing community, and a Liberal Government will 
support that community through a range of local projects.  
 
The ANZAC Peace Park is a community initiative that had its funding withdrawn 
by the Rudd Government. The Liberal Party respects our proud ANZAC tradition 
and believes that local communities should be provided with the means to 
honour and commemorate their fallen.  That is why a State Liberal Government 
will make a contribution of $433,000 to complete the ANZAC Peace Park project. 
 
A Liberal Government will also provide $200,000 to the Lions Community 
Respite Centre.  This financial assistance will assist in building a facility next to 
the Albany Hospital site, which will provide much needed respite for hard 
working and stressed carers who live in Albany and surrounding areas. 
 
 A Liberal Government is committed to improving the vibrancy and lifestyle of 
Albany through the completion of the Albany Waterfront Project which will 
provide a deeper boat harbor and deliver more boat pens, and delivering the 
Albany Entertainment Centre which will be a hub of cultural activity.

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Police and Community Safety 
 
Despite the boom times, Western Australians have never felt less safe in their 
homes and on the streets. 
 
A Liberal Government will increase the number of police across Western 
Australia by 500 officers, reinstate the Rural Crime Squad, introduce tougher 
drug laws, and fix the truth in sentencing laws which have been botched by 
Labor. 
 
A Liberal Government will also make sure that Albany gets its fair share of new 
police officers. 
 
A Liberal Government will also continue works on the Albany Fire Station.

Sport and Recreation 
 
A growing population in Albany places pressure for new sport and recreation 
facilities in the region. As part of the Liberal Party’s Sport and Recreation policy, 
funds will be allocated from the $80 million Community Sports and Recreation 
Facilities Fund for major redevelopment of Centennial Park.  
 
A Liberal Government will make a contribution of $8 million to the Centennial 
Park redevelopment project which will cater to two local football clubs and 
provide new tennis and soccer facilities.

Energy 

 
A Liberal Government will construct a natural gas pipeline from Bunbury to 
Albany to develop a secure, reliable and safe energy supply for the future 
economic and social growth of the region.  There is an obvious gap in the 
provision of gas supplies to the households and businesses of the Southwest and 
Albany region.   
 
Depending on final route selection and design specifications, the pipeline from 
Bunbury to Albany is likely to involve a capital expenditure of $225 million. 
Construction is expected to begin in the first term following the completion of 
stakeholder negotiations, market assessment, design and finalisation of 
approvals. 
 
A Liberal Government will continue to view Albany a centre for clean wind-
power generation and commit nearly $7 million to Albany Wind Farm projects.
